No sampling was conducted during the past year. The campus has its own police department which conducts 24-hour surveillance of the campus. This constant monitoring assists in discouraging illicit dumping of any hazardous materials to the storm water drainage system and illegal dumping activities. The Environmental Institute of Houston is also on site. They conduct periodic monitoring of the MS4’s storm water runoff in settling ponds and will coordinate trash cleanups of the site. The EHS Coordinator in charge of the SWMP also conducts visual daily assessments of the campus while driving through to ensure there are no illicit discharges and no illegal dumping incidents. The EHS coordinator also works closely with campus maintenance to ensure that all hazardous and non-hazardous regulated materials are disposed of properly.

The pollutant of concern is bacteria. A Total Daily Maximum Load (TMDL) has been developed for this segment ID. However, this TMDL will be addressed in the SWMP that is developed under the 2024 Phase II MS4 General Permit.
