Habitat Safety Contract

Here is a list of Safety Rules for the School Habitat. We are very lucky to have the habitat and we will have many opportunities for outdoor lessons there. Safety first. Work second. Play last.

1. Dress appropriately (closed toed shoes instead of sandals, pants instead of skirts). Of course safety is a top concern, so please review this with your child and contact me with any concerns.

2. No horseplay. Absolutely no flying objects—throwing rocks and things in the pond.

3. Stay close enough to the teacher to hear all instructions.
4. When we are in the halls headed out, be quiet and respectful of other teachers’ classes. If you are loud and disrupt these classes, then we will not be going outside this semester.

5. Stay on the sidewalk or path.

6. Be careful when taking water samples or water temperatures. There is no reason to get in the water or to get wet.
7. Do not catch any animals in the habitat with your hands. If you cannot get what you need with a net, then do not handle it. It is always better to make observations without touching whenever possible.

8. Whatever is caught in the habitat needs to be returned as soon as you are through with it.
9. If you are bitten or stung by an insect or get hurt in the habitat, tell the teacher immediately.

10. When the teacher says it is time to line up and leave you must do so, even if you have not completed your assignment.
